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2009 Updates

Regional Competitions

Testing
· Every student that wants to compete at the SkillsUSA State Conference must take a written test at the Regional Conference and meet the cut score.  If the student does not take the written test at regionals, they will not be allowed to compete at the State Conference.
· If your school or county has travel restrictions or if there are other such circumstances that prevent your attendance at regional conference, contact Peyton Holland immediately at peytonwholland@gmail.com
· If you have questions about your specific region and what performance contests will be held, contact your regional advisor.  All contact information is available by clicking on the regional map.
· All written tests will consist of 25 questions.  Skills events tests will be based on VOCATS level 1 test items.  If your competition does not have a VOCATS test, the test will be very basic level 1 information from the course.  All leadership contests will receive a leadership test based on information located in the SkillsUSA handbook.
Contests
· Advisors may only enter the allotted number of students in each contest at the regionals (refer to list).
· Each region chooses what skills and leadership contests will have a performance competition at the regional conference.
· Your regional advisor will inform you what actual performance contests will be held.
· Each competitor must be a state and national member of SkillsUSA in order to participate in the contests or written tests.
Postsecondary students and Observers
· Advisors may bring students to observe.
· Postsecondary competitors DO NOT have to attend regional conference.
· Each region will have leadership and professional development workshops for students to attend.  Some may also have a career day.
Registration

· Register online at www.skillsusa.org just as you would for state conference.
· Central Region registration opens Jan. 7, 2009, all others will open Jan. 11.
· Your regional advisor may chose to have you mail in a separate form as well.
· You will pay your registration fee to your regional advisor either by mail or on the day of the conference.
Leadership Workshops

· Students will be able to attend leadership and professional development workshop sessions when they are not in competition and not testing at each region.  Some regions will also have a career day. 
Regional Officers

· Regional officers will be elected at state conference this year, NOT at regional conference (because we have been required to change from 6 regions to 8).
· A regional officer application will follow in a separate email.
· Each region will have a delegate assembly at state conference to elect regional officers.
· All regional officers will participate in a special regional officer training in Washington DC.  
· Each regional president’s advisor will serve as the regional officer advisor.
· They will assist with chaperoning the officers on training trips and work with them to prepare for regional conference.
State Officers

· There will be 8 state officers for 2009-2010.
· Applications for state officer will be emailed soon.
· State officers will be elected as a slate at state conference.
· The highest vote getter running from each region will be elected as a state officer.
· The officer must receive over 51% of the votes in order to be chosen as a state officer.  If a region only has one candidate and that candidate does not receive the required number of votes, the next highest vote getter from amongst all candidates that is not already elected shall be chosen as that regions representative.
· State officers will receive additional training beyond the regional training.  
· The advisor for each officer will be required to accompany/chaperone the state officer at all functions that the officer is required to attend.
· Regional officers may run for state office.
