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NC State Conference Electronic Registration Instruction
To complete the SkillsUSA electronic registration, you need to go to www.skillsusa.org 
1. At the top of the page, click on the Join.  You will be taken to the information page for electronic registration.  Here you will find detailed instructions and even a power point that will help you with the process.  

2. About middle of the page is a Click here to access the membership site.   If you have a pop-up blocker installed or Windows XP SP2, you will need to allow the pop-up window.  

3. You will then have the option to login or to create a new login.  If you forgot you password, enter you e-mail address that you registered with and then click on the forgot password link.  Your password will be e-mailed to you shortly.
4. Click Conference Registration at the top of the page.

5. Make sure the dropdown menu says North Carolina State Conference.  If not, select that option from the menu.

6. To register an existing SkillsUSA Member for a Competition, click the New Registrant button above, and then select the desired member from the Reg. Member drop down list on the Registrant Details page. (Note: this list will only contain members that were registered via this web site!)   When the name is selected, click on the button over the name labeled Reg. Member.

7. To register a new member, click the New Registrant button.

8. Under Chapter, select your school from the dropdown menu.  This will bring up the school address automatically.

9. Fill out each box with the member’s information.

Responsibilities

The responsibilities that are listed below are suggestions from SkillsUSA-Advisors and the SkillsUSA North Carolina Board of Directors.  It should be noted that your local education agency (LEA) decisions or stated responsibilities supersede those listed below.
ADVISORS

· Make all students aware that any adult chaperone has the same authority to discipline and manage the delegation as the advisor.

· The overall responsibilities of the chaperone include assisting advisors to control and help discipline students as needed.
· You will be assigned an activity at the Conference.  You are responsible for completing that activity to the best of your ability by being there and being helpful to those in charge of that activity.  
CHAPERONES
· Check rooms at frequent intervals.   Go into the room and look between/beside beds, check the bathroom behind the shower curtain, and check the closet.  Pay attention to odors.  SkillsUSA North Carolina does not permit students to smoke or consume alcohol.  If odors are noticed, locate advisor and assist in the disciplinary process and/or notify parents/guardians.

· Occupied rooms with males and females visiting should be checked frequently and the door propped open entirely.  Students who fail to adhere may be escorted to his/her own room or the advisor notified of non-compliance.

· Monitor overall room appearance and enlist student cooperation in cleaning/straightening.  Very trashy rooms may not be cleaned by maid service.   Please check the rooms before leaving to make sure no damage has been done or items left behind. 

· Several chaperones in one delegation may take turns remaining on the floor to check rooms and halls during the morning/afternoon/evening. If a student becomes a discipline problem, escort the student out of the session/fair and take them to the front desk where the advisor should be notified. 

· Assist to maintain a room in which students may come for moral support or for emergency needs.  Items to have on hand: tissues, Band-Aids, clear nail polish, tampons/sanitary napkins and sewing kit.  Do not administer any type of drug!  This includes things like Tylenol, Aspirin, Advil, Benadryl etc…  Most school policies do not allow the teachers/nurses to administer these.

· Specific guidelines/ instructions will be provided to judges and volunteers based on the contest.
· Attend the dances/entertainment and observe and correct student behavior as needed.  Monitor dress code and name tags.

· Sit among the delegation during the sessions.  
· Maintain a positive attitude and provide encouragement for all SkillsUSA North Carolina members.
